Board Response to QC Questions Provided by Mike Ingham

Members of the NCRS Queen City Chapter (Cincinnati, Ohio) submitted a list of
questions to the NCRS Board that they asked to be addressed at the NCRS Board
meeting in Indianapolis on March 23, 2017. Below are the questions asked and the
answers provided by the Board to the QC members attending.

1. Does the Board believe the Membership has the right to know how the money is being spent?

A. Yes, that is why the NCRS publishes its annual financial reports for NCRS, Inc and NCRS Foundation, Inc
in the Restorer, typically in the Fall issue. These reports are in significant detail, including breaking expenses
out into 28 categories. Recent experience suggests very few people bother to read these reports as most folks
expressed surprise at learning that NCRS, Inc finished in the red seven of the last eight years ending 2015.

2. How many full and part-time employees does the National have?

A. Full-Time — 5 (Financial Officer, Membership Manager, Storekeeper, Editor, and Judging Chairman); Part-
Time - 1 (Business Manager)

3. What are the salaries of these employees and what are their current duties?

A. Individual employee compensation is confidential and therefore not shared with the membership. The only
exception to this occurs if the compensation exceeds $100,000. In that case, the individual’s name and
compensation must be reported on the NCRS IRS 990 filing. In recent years, the only employees whose
compensation required they be reported on the 990 filing were Gary and Eric Mortimer. We currently have no
employees whose compensation exceeds $100,000. A. The job description for the Financial Officer was
published in the September/October 2015 Driveline; job descriptions for the Membership Manager,
Storekeeper, and Driveline Editor were published in the September/October 2016 Driveline. Job descriptions
for other NCRS positions are published as the need arises to fill them.

4. Why has the number of paid employees increased while the total membership has not?

A. We are not sure what the timeframe for this question is, but the number of employees has not increased since
the addition of the Business Manager position in 2009. The departure of the Mortimer family in 2016 resulted in
a net decrease of two employees.

5. How much did this Board Meeting cost including airfare, rooms, etc.?

A. Figures are not yet available for this meeting, but the cost for last year’s March Board meeting in
Indianapolis was $10,441.13.

6. When a savings is discovered such as printing, awards, etc., do we always split that savings with the
employee who revealed it?

A. To this Board’s knowledge, cost-savings realized by the NCRS in any area have never been shared with an
employee who may have identified the opportunity. That is not to say it hasn’t ever happened in the past, this
Board just has no awareness of it happening.

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7. Since Board Members originate from different parts of the country, would it be possible for the Board to
teleconference these meetings to substantially save funds?

A. Yes, it would certainly be possible to teleconference these meetings. That said, these meetings typically
involve 20-25 individuals. Speaking from the experience of our occasional conference calls involving just the
nine Directors, it would be very difficult to have the kind of productive interactive discussion we have during
our face to face Board meetings on a conference call involving that many individuals. Plus, doing these
meetings by teleconference would all but preclude membership attendance.

8. Since Eric Mortimer’s departure, have the ad sales in the Driveline increased or decreased?

A. For the last five months of 2016 ad revenue was $44,960; for the same five-month period in 2015 ad revenue
was $41,497.

9. Does the current judging chairman have the same salary and job duties as the prior chairman? If not, explain
the differences.

A. The current National Judging Chairman (NJC) has the same salary as the past NJC, and the same duties with
two exceptions: Corvette and Camaro/Nova/Chevelle Shipping Data Reports are now handled by individual
members who then receive the commission that the former NJC was receiving.

10. Did NCRS make car payments in lieu of wages to a third party as compensation to an NCRS
employee/consultant/contractor? If so, did the person(s) receiving that compensation receive a 1099?

A. In one instance NCRS did furnish a vehicle to an employee, but not in lieu of wages to the employee or to
anyone else. Gary Mortimer was given a Chevrolet Suburban. It was alleged that it would only be used for
NCRS business so no 1099 was issued (nor should it have been). It was subsequently discovered that this
vehicle as well as the trailer belonging to NCRS were used numerous times by Gary for personal purposes. A
1099 therefore should have been issued but was not. This was the only instance of NCRS providing a vehicle or
making car payments.

11. What are the revenues from 2014-2015 for the document verification service?

A. Revenue for Corvetteelated Document Services, which include Document Validation and Shipping Data
Reports, totaled $70,186 2014; $68,562 in 2015; and $57,687 in 2016. 12. Have the literature sales from 2015
2016 increased or decreased when compared to previous years? A. Manual sales were: $110,811 in 2014;
$96,938 in 2015; and $128,764 in 2016.

GM Corvette Plant News:At the Michelin NCM Bash, GM Corvette Plant Manager Kai Spande made the
official announcement that public tours of the plant would not be available for approximately 18 months. The
last day for public tours is currently Friday, June 16, 2017. Corvette Chief Engineer Tadge Juechter further
elaborated on the lack of availability, citing the time needed to tie the new paint shop into the assembly line, and
eventually design a new tour route. While Buyers' Tours and Engine Build options are not available for the
2018 model year Corvettes, RBC Museum Delivery is still available, sans the plant tour portion of the package
which can be fulfilled once the tours reopen. Kai and Tadge also announced that the plant will be shut down
August-October. For those wanting 2018 Corvettes by the end of July the deadline to order was June 12.
Corvettes ordered after that date will be built once the plant reopens in November.

63 Z0-6 # 3 coupe with Delmo at SEBRING AND DAYTONA. Also co-drove with Delmo in 1960-67
CORVETTES many times. Drove the 67 L-88 #8 with DON YENKO car at Sebring. The car, owned by NCRS
members Glen and Lucia Spielberg WILL ALSO be at convention.

ALSO JOINING US is DAVEY JORDAN and his wife NORMA. | raced sports cars between 1959 and 1972. |
started racing in 1959, driving my own Porsche Speedster. | raced it for 4 years, winning the Pacific Coast
Championships in 1961 and 1962 in the "F" production class. In 1961 | was Cal Club "Driver of the Year".

1963: | co-drove with Jerry Titus at Sebring in Hollywood Sports Cars Sunbeam Alpine. We finished 3rd in
class after spending 1-1/2 hours in the pits. | finished out the season campaigning the Alpine in national events,
ending up 3nd in the Pacific Coast Championship for " E " production.

1964: co-drove a VVolvo P-1800 with John Christy at Sebring. The car was cosponsored by the Volvo factory,
and Sports Car Graphic Magazine. D.N.F. after 4 hours. I also drove for Vasek Polak in Porsche Spyders (RSK
and RS-60). | finished 1st in "E Modified" in all races entered, with a couple of 2nd place overall finishes. Co-
Drove Otto Zipper’s Porsche 904 with Scooter Patrick in a 3 hr enduro preceding the Times Grand Prix at
Riverside. Finished 1st overall. Co-drove a factory sponsored Sunbeam Imp with Jerry Titus from Los Angeles
to New York nonstop in record time of 46 hrs, 45 min. Drove Otto Zipper’s Dolphin Porsche in the first ARRC
at Riverside to a 2nd place finish in "E Mod”.

1965: co-drove with Scooter Patrick in Otto Zipper’s Porsche 904 at Sebring. We finished 3rd in class and 10th
overall. Continued driving for Otto Zipper with Scooter Patrick as teammate in twin Porsche 904’s. We finished
1st and 2nd in every race they were entered in the Manufacturers USRRC, with Scooter first and me second. |
was entered in Haskell Wexler’s 275 LM Ferrari at the Riverside Grand Prix. Was a D.N.S. because of an
excursion off turn 4 in the qualifying race, with damage to the front of the car.

1966: co-drove at Sebring with Briggs Cunningham and John Fitch in Briggs’s Porsche 904. We set a lap record
in qualifying for GT Class 9. After 8 hrs into the race, we were a DNF. | was selected as one of ten West Coast
drivers to go to Japan for 2 weeks to give racing demonstrations at Suzuka Raceway during Japan’s Spring
Festival. Driving brand new Brabham F-3 cars. The trip was sponsored by Honda. I drove a factory B.M.W.
1800 TISA sedan, teamed with Jerry Titus in a twin car. | finished in a 3 way tie for 3rd place in the "B" Sedan
class with Jerry Titus and Jim Adams. | was awarded the Good Guys Sedans Racers trophy for BMW.

I drove Haskell Wexler’s LOLA T-70, powered by a 289 Ford, at the Laguna Seca USRRC. Finished 4th
overall. Drove Otto Zipper’s Carrera "6" at the Riverside USRRC. I set another qualifying lap record for the
under 2 Liter class. The exhaust system broke with 5 laps remaining. | was running 2nd at the time of the DNF.
Drove Haskell Wexler’s LOLA Ford at the Laguna Seca Can-Am. Engine blew after 38 laps, while running
10th. DNF

1967: drove Vasek Polak’s Porsche 911S in SCCA National races. I finished the season with 12 firsts, 3
seconds, 1 third and 3 DNF’s in "C" Production. I won the Southern Pacific National Championship for "C"
Production. At the ARRC runoffs at Daytona | finished 2nd to Alan Johnson.

Drove Vasek Polak’s Elva Porsche in the Ken Miles Memorial Race at Laguna Seca for under 2 liter cars and
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finished 8th overall. (It was the worst race car | ever drove.) | was hired as a reserve for the last four Trans-Am
races by Shelby American Racing, in their Mustangs. Although I practiced at all the races, | only competed at
Crows Landing in Modesto, co-driving with Ronnie Bucknum where we finished 5th after the throttle linkage
fell off. (Jerry Titus won the race for Ford) I did a couple of days testing the new Toyota 2000 Gt for Shelby
Racing.

1968: Signed a contract with Shelby American to race the Toyota 2000 GT in selected SCCA National races.

Signed a contract with James Garners American International Racing to run L-88 Corvettes at the Daytona 24
hr, and Sebring 12 hour races, co-driving with Scooter Patrick, another identical L-88 team car was to be driven
by Dick Guldstrand and Ed Leslie. The AIR Corvettes qualified 1st and 2nd in class, at Daytona but the race
didn’t go as well with the car DNFing with a blown head gasket at about 9 hrs. The team car finished, but far
back because of rear end troubles. For Sebring AIR changed plans and bought two Lola T-70 coupes. While
leading the race the left front hub failed, repairs were made but the engine failed at about 9 hrs.

The Toyota 2000 program found tough competition from Porsche and Triumph with Scooter 3rd in divisional
points and me in 4th and only a reserve place for the ARRC to be held at Riverside.

1969: | signed driver contracts with AIR the 24 hrs of Daytona, 12 hrs of Sebring and a possibility of Le Mans,
also for a drive in the F-5000 series, as member of a three car team including Scooter Patrick and David Hobbs.
The cars would be the new Surtees TS-5. At Daytona the Lola ran great for about 13 hrs, while running 3rd OA,
the right rear wheel bearing failed. It took 2-1/2 hrs to repair, we still managed to finish 7th OA. At Sebring the
Lola Chevy experienced over heating and was a DNF in the first hour.

AIR received two Surtees TS-5s. The cars were supposed to run with AMC V8 engines, but they were not ready
in time for the first test at Riverside, Chevys were used instead. After about 40 laps both cars twisted their left
rear uprights, to end the test. About this time AMC decided they would cancel their racing contract with AIR.

BUMMER, in the trickle down mode I became an unemployed racing driver. I’'m glad I kept my day job. I
drove one more race for AIR as I had known it, the BAJA 500. AIR was still committed to run ten AMC
Scramblers in the BAJA. | was able to pick one of my best friends Fred Eltrich as co-driver.

The great experience ended with
broken steering box at speed, and an abrupt right turn through a farmers wire fence. | decided I was too much of
a candyass to try this type of racing again.

1970: We were able to get John Crean, one of the partners in the defunct AIR to sponsor a F-5000 Gurney Eagle
on a race to race deal (low budget). The first race was at Riverside, and we managed to finish 2nd to a much
faster John Cannon in a Mclaren. The 2nd race on our schedule was Edmonton, Alberta. We finished 5th and
were the series points leader after two races. (Our season high point.) The next race was at Kent Washington,
we should have been 5th, but I made a stupid mistake on the last lap that let Dick Smothers past and | wound up
6th. The next race was at Laguna Seca, a blown engine DNF. The next race was at Sears Point Raceway,
another blown engine DNF. This was the last race for us this year in the Continental Championship (No
budget).

1971: we took our aging Eagle Chevy, on the road with sponsorship from Bob Richman’s Highland Toyota. At
the Edmonton L&M 200 we finished 8th, at Donny Brook we were up to 7th place before dropping out. Vasek
Polak invited us to drive his Porsche 908 in the club races at Vaca valley (DNF) and Laguna Seca (1st O.A).
We then ran the 908 in Can-Am races at Laguna Seca (lost brakes, finished 20th)and Riverside, ran the whole
race and finished 13th.
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Sad news regarding the passing of the great and legendary race car driver Scooter Patrick, as he truly embraced
our team in recent years and became a driver for us after so many years of not racing and he never stood taller
than any one of us on the team and he knew what "team™ meant. From 1954 as a gas station owner thru leading
LeMans in 1967, Scooter Patrick has had an amazing racing career. Probably best known for driving Otto
Zipper’s Porsche 550, 904, 906 products in the 50’s and the 60’s.

Scooter also enjoyed racing success in a Shelby owned Toyota 2000GT, a Jim Garner Lola T-70’s, F-5000, and
the last Can Am victory for the McLaren juggernaut

Scooter also co-drove Jim Garner’s 1968 L-88 Corvette with Davey Jordan at Daytona 24 hours on Feb 3, 1968.
They were leading the GT Class when on lap 260, a cylinder head bolt pulled and the engine expired. They
finished 35th.

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Corvette Solenoids:from files of Tim Ehlers

The following article is part of a larger technical article explaining early Corvette solenoids, starters, and
generators. It and other useful articles can be found on the Solid Axle Corvette Enthusiast website at:
http://lwww.earlycorvettes.com/corvettesite/SACE/articleswebpages/SACEMechanical.html.

There are two windings in the solenoid, a pull-in winding and a hold-in winding. Both windings are energized
when the external control switch is closed. They produce a magnetic field which pulls the plunger in so that the
drive pinion is shifted into mesh and the main contacts in the solenoid switch are closed to connect the battery
directly to the cranking motor. Closing the main switch contacts shorts out the pull-in winding since this
winding is connected across the main contacts. The magnetism produced by the hold-in winding is sufficient to
hold the plunger in, and shorting out the pull-in winding reduces strain on the battery.

When the control switch is opened, it disconnects the hold-in winding from the battery. When the hold-in
winding is disconnected from the battery, the shift lever spring withdraws the plunger from the solenoid,
opening the solenoid switch contacts and at the same time withdrawing the drive pinion from mesh. Proper
operation of the switch depends on maintaining a definite balance between the magnetic strength of the pull-in
and hold-in windings.

This balance is established in the design by the size of the wire and the number of turns specified. An open
circuit in the hold-in winding or attempts to crank with a discharged battery will cause the switch to chatter.

To disassemble the solenoid, remove nuts, washers and insulators from the switch terminal and battery terminal.
Remove the cover and take out the contact disk assembly.

When the solenoid has been removed from the starter motor for repair or replacement, the linkage must be
adjusted to provide the correct pinion clearance or pinion travel when the solenoid is remounted on the motor.
Some solenoids equipped with relays have an adjustable plunger stud as on ’57-’62, but other must be moved
on the motor frame to adjust pinion travel as on ’55-56.
